St Marys Town Centre

St Marys is a district level commercial centre, offering an excellent range of shopping options. In
total it comprises approximately 45,000 square meters of retail floor space and is uniquely posi-
tioned as a commercial and business district. It is serviced by the M4 motorway, the Western
railway line and the Great Western Highway. The proposed extension to the M2 motorway is just
to the north of the Town Centre and it is within 5 kms of the new Erskine Park Employment Area;
and 3km from the St Marys Development by Delfin Lend Lease.

The Penrith Campus of the University of Western Sydney and the TAFE-N8&8tern Sydney
Institute are located to the west of St Marys. This presents a major opportunity for developing
and strengthening a 6townd and d6gownd relationshi

The joint Dunheved and North St Marys industrial areas have around 500 businesses
dominated by manufacturing, engineering (metal works), timber value adding and automobile
servicing industries.

All areas offer businesses room to locate and grow. Some of the most significant business
operations in St Marys include Plasser Australia, Corinthian Doors, ASP Plastics, Smorgon Arc
and Simsmetal. St Marys Village shopping centre has recently undergone a $3 million upgrade
by Mirvac.
